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Why we study it: Students must understand that in times of uncertainty and instability people often tend to give up freedoms for security which ultimately leads to unquestioned power.  Absolute power in itself corrupts absolutely and people must be wary of instances in which personal freedoms are relinquished.  

Key Questions:  

1. Why do societies give up freedoms for security?
2. How do individuals rise to power? Who fills these vacuums of power?
3. What impacts can individuals have on history?
4. Should power be solely in the hands of individuals?
5. What happens to absolute power?
Key Understandings and Aspects:
