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Why do we study it?  We study it to understand why the modern world could not have formed unless Classical views and theory were revisited and revised.  Also, we study it because this is the time period where the world opened up to one another and it began the shaping and shifting of global power in the modern world.
Key Questions:

2. What were the main reasons for exploration?  What are the main reasons for isolationism?

3. What are the consequences of global interaction?

4. How does combining or questioning established beliefs with new perspectives alter society and culture, religion and philosophy, government and politics, and science and technology?

5. Predict how the Classical Revival and New World View will shift the balance of power into the modern world.
