What will World History look like for Mr. Suwannakorn’s class?  
A.  Competition & Teamwork:
1. Students will be in teams by rows.  Teams will be trying to earn stamps that go towards extra credit.  Stamps can be earned through the following:

a. Rows that make it to study sessions may receive up to 12 stamps.

b.   Attendance- First team to make it to class receives 3 stamps, then 2 for the 
next row, then 1.  Teams lose stamps for tardies.

c.   Each row that has everyone who has completed an assignment will receive 
6 stamps.

d.  20 stamps are earned for rows with the highest test average.

e.   There will also be random days and ways to earn stamps or points such as 
Trivia Tuesdays, Juke Box Fridays, CD’s (15 stamps), Jeopardy (8), your 
whole row making it to study sessions (8 stamps), baby pictures (6 per 
semester), quotes (6 per semester) and random acts of kindness.

f.   Stamps are collected for each unit and the row with the most stamps 
receives 10 points at the end of each unit.

g.   When someone in your row is absent, you need to collect any work or 
handouts along with assignments to be explained to your teammates.  
Teams who do not help teammates who missed class will receive 
extinctions.
h.   At the end of each unit the team with the highest score (most stamps) from 
each of my world history classes make it to the wall of fame.  If you break 
the world record (for stamps) you will receive an additional 10 extra credit 
points added to your grade.

2. Teams must bring in a mascot that will fit on the corner of the front desk.  This mascot lets me know who to award stamps to and who all is accounted for.

B.  Points/Grade

      1. Earning points in this class is all up to the student.  In addition to the points 
earned through stamps Students can earn points through the following:

a. No 0’s for unfinished homework.  Each unit will have a certain number of            assignments along with the study guide. Each assignment done entirely     completed and 85% correct will get a P in the grade book. Each P is worth 3 points added onto the test score after corrections are made.  Any work that is not done to completion will be given one day after school to make corrections on it.  The point is, there is no homework if you don’t want any but the catch is, you better do well on your tests because that will be your only score.  The more homework you do, the more points you can add to your test score.  If you don’t need the points, don’t do the homework.
b. Students can do reflection journals.  On Mondays, students who come to class early (first 3) get to present their 1 paragraph reflection journals to the class.  Journals will reflect upon lectures, activities, and/or outside information relating to the unit, the student has researched and presented.  Journals will be awarded 3 points.  Journals must be typed and any must have source documentation.  These points are added to your test score for that unit.  Students cannot present more than 2 times a unit.
c. Students can do test corrections.  Before each test there will be an afternoon study session.  If you come to the study session and do test corrections (writing the whole question, the whole correct answer, and where you found the information to make those corrections) your test score will move up to the next percentage level.  Anything under a C goes to a C.  C’s go to B’s, B’s to A’s.  If you score in the upper two percentages ie. 88%, 89%, 78%,79%, etc. your score will move up 4% points after corrections are done.  Extra points are added to test scores after corrections or to test scores that cannot do corrections.
d. After the first test, higher scores (80-100 %) or “Owners” can seek out “Free Agents” lower scores (Anything below a B) to tutor before the next test.  If the free agents score 10 percent higher on the next test, both free agents and owners receive a 10 point bonus on their test score.  It is up to the “Owners” who are willing to tutor “Free Agents” to write their names on the board so they can be sought out.  “Owners” and “Free Agents” who pair up must report this to Mr. Suwannakorn at the beginning of the new unit so he can track their progress.
e. There may also be extra credit field trips throughout the semester to earn extra points.

C. Tentative Weekly Schedule:

1.  Monday- Mental/Movie Clips
2.  Tuesday- Trivia

3.  Wed- Shortened Schedule/Warm-Up Wednesdays
4.  Thursday- Throw down Thursdays 
5.  Friday- Juke Box Fridays-  Students bring in CD’s of various, appropriate, and full length songs to be played for competition by other classes- stamps can be earned by bringing in CD’s (15).
